SOME TOP BULLS IN THE 2009 SALE


We just thought you might be interested in what we think are some of the top bulls in the sale.  If you want more pedigree information, you can log on to the American Angus Association website angus.org and look the bull up by registration number.  We apologize that the K C F Bennett Efficient sons are not yet registered.  We have been trying to get AI certificates for two months.  They will all be registered by sale day.  For those calves, look up the cow pedigree.  These notes are just things that are not in the catalog or on the pedigree.


Our deal is producing bulls for commercial cattlemen.  We believe that a calf needs to be born unassisted and then grow on his dam to weaning time.  If you look at the herd sires that we are using, you will note that we aren’t using any bulls with big BEPD.  We know how fast birth weight can get away from you.  Our deal is not feedlot performance or carcass traits.  Sure we would like to get as much of those as we can, but not at the expense of birth or weaning traits.  If you look at the Ultrasound worksheet on the website, the traits for which a bull is in the top one-third of the breed are listed in bold.  Note that fully 75% of the bulls are in the top one third of the breed for $W (Weaning Index).  If you are in the business of selling calves for a living, these bulls will work for you.  Maybe one-half the bulls are in the top one-third for $F (Feedlot Index).  So if you are in a yearling or backgrounding program, there are darn sure some bulls that will take you to the top of that deal also.  

Lot 1 – Tattoo 81 – This may be the best bull ever produced by this ranch.  He is structurally correct and extreme in his muscling.  Although we are not in the business of carcass cattle, this bull ranks in the top 1% of the breed for $F and the top 15% for $B.  The real story on this bull is the maternal traits on the dam side.  She is a first calf heifer, so you can see her production performance.  Her dam, 004C, is a Pathfinder with 8/108, 8/108.  The granddam, 004Y, produced 8/104, 7/102.  This bull should go to a registered herd.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession

Lot 2 – Tattoo 826 – A really stylish high performing bull with a ton of cow power behind him.  His dam, 3141, just made the Pathfinder list.  The Pathfinder granddam, 698 produced WW 7/105 and YW 6/99.

Lot 3 – Tattoo 8428 – A really stylish bull out of a great cow family.  His dam, 2136, is a 5th generation Pathfinder.  The Pathfinder granddam, 838 was one of the best Angus cows that ever walked the earth.  She produced WW 13/106 and YW 11/102.  The Pathfinder great granddam, 647, produced WW 10/103 YW 8/102.  There is no bull in this sale with more maternal power behind him.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession

Lot 4 – Tattoo 85 – A really stylish bull that is extreme in his muscling.  His dam is a first calf 431N daughter.  The granddam, 551D, is an average cow, but the great granddam, 803W, was an outstanding cow with WW 6/107 and YW 5/103.  With that 72 pound BW, he’ll darn sure work for about anyone.

Lot 5 – Tattoo 8664 – A really thick, good bull that is a power for $F and $B.  His dam, 319T is one of the best cows on the ranch.  She lost a calf in the blizzard of 2005 or she would be a pathfinder.  319T produced 7459, a 431N son and the high selling bull in our 2008 sale at $10,250.  The granddam, 719R, is a very productive cow and is the dam of Lot 7.  Tattoo 8437 - The Pathfinder great granddam, 719G, was a great cow with WW 9/110 and YW 8/105.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession

Lot 7 – Tattoo 8437 – A good thick calf with a lot of ribeye and marbling.  Both the granddam, 719G, and the great granddam, 225A, are Pathfinders.  225A produced WW 6/105 and YW 5/105.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession

Lot 10 – Tattoo 8495 – A really trim front ended stylish bull out of an excellent cow.  This is probably the best Bull Durham son in the sale.

Lot 11 – Tattoo 854 – A really typy extreme-muscled bull out of an excellent cow family.  He has a ton of muscling and marbling.  His granddam, 443C, produced WW 11/104 and YW 10/102.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession

Lot 12 – Tattoo 8425 – A good bull with an absolutely different pedigree.  If you have some concern about inbreeding, take a look at this rascal.

Lot 13 – Tattoo 8559 – Another really typy extreme-muscled bull.  Check out his 15 square inch ribeye area.  His dam is a good cow; his granddam, 664E, by Traveler 6807, was a great cow with WW 8/105 and YW 8/102.

Lot 14 – Tattoo 847 – This bull is quite simply one of the best bulls in the sale.  He lost both ears when it got down to about –30 last winter.  Both the granddam and great granddam were real good cows.

Lot 16 – Tattoo 8579 – A good thick calf out of one of the best young cows in the herd.

Lot 21 – Tattoo 829 – An extreme-muscled bull out of an excellent cow family.  His granddam, 192R, produced WW 5/106 YW 4/107.

Lot 25 – Tattoo 8409 – A thick trim-fronted son of a great Pathfinder cow.  His granddam, 004Y, produced WW 8/104 and YW 7/102.

Lot 26 – Tattoo 8157 – A thick calf out of an excellent young cow.  His granddam, 141R, is a Pathfinder.

Lot 27 – Tattoo 8683 – An excellent bull out of a great cow family.  The granddam, 715G, produced WW 9/102 and YW 7/102.  

Lot 32A – Tattoo 8456 – You think we screwed up, don’t you.  We were originally going to keep this bull as a herd sire prospect.  We ended up keeping the bull we originally cataloged as 32.  So, being economically minded, we added an A to the tag and stuck it in this bull.  This is a really good bull out of one of the best young cows on the ranch.  The cow family has some longevity to it.  The granddam, 675, produced WW 11/98 and YW 8/102.  The Pathfinder great granddam, 032, produced WW 10/106 and YW 6/101.

Lot 29 – Tattoo 813 – An outstanding individual out of an excellent cow family.  His Pathfinder granddam, 852, produced WW 7/106 YW 4/104.

Lot 37 – Tattoo 8602 – An extreme-muscled son of an outstanding Pathfinder cow.  His granddam, 032Y, produced WW 7/102 and YW 6/105.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession

Lot 38 – Tattoo 8519 – Type wise, this is one of the best individuals in the sale.  He is certainly one of the best Bull Durham sons.

Lot 44 – Tattoo 8618 – A good thick bull out of an outstanding cow family.  The Pathfinder granddam, 231A, produced WW 8/103 and YW 6/97.

Lot 48 – Tattoo 8737 – A really good son of an excellent cow.  Check out his WR and YR.

Lot 52 – Tattoo 8386 – Type wise, this is one of the best 5 or 6 individuals in the sale.  He is also loaded with maternal.  His Pathfinder granddam, 652E, produced WW 10/108 and YW 9/106.

Lot 53A – Tattoo 8624 – An extremely trim, typy bull out of a great young cow.  Too much BW to use on heifers, but he will sure produce an outstanding set of calves out of cows.

Lot 68 – Tattoo 8211 – A good thick bull out of an outstanding cow family.  The Pathfinder granddam, 836M, produced WW 7/106 YW 7/103.  His great granddam, 035C, produced WW 11/103 YW 10/104.

Lot 71 – Tattoo 8432 – A good extreme-muscled son of a great cow.

Lots 81, 82, and 83 – These are the first sons to sell by one of our young herd sires, 6159.  They are all good thick calves.  6159 was used on young cows to clean up behind AI.  We will breed him to at least 50 cows in 2009.  We think he has a chance to be something extra.

Lot 87 – Tattoo 8571 – Type wise, this is one of the best individuals in the sale.  He is the first son to sell by our Hurricane bull.  He is out of a great cow family.  His dam, 415U, just made the Pathfinder list.  His Pathfinder granddam, 217S, has produced WW 5/105 and YW 4/108.  This is a good one.

Lot 88 – Tattoo 83 – This is just a good bull out of a very good cow family.

Lot 92 – Tattoo 818 – A good thick bull.

Lot 108 – Tattoo 8693 – A thick very typy bull out of a great cow family.  His Pathfinder granddam, 79, has produced WW 10/100 YW 8/103.  His Pathfinder great granddam, 2109, produced WW 10/105 YW 7/102.  There is some cow power in this deal.
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
