SOME NOTES ABOUT THE BULLS

General


The bulls were cataloged by size (actual weight and hip height Jan 30).  There is about 75 days age spread from the oldest bull to the youngest bull.  So, there are some very good bulls later in the sale that just happen to be quite a lot younger than the bulls in the front of the sale.  Ten of the bulls were raised on the range in Swan Basin.  We were short of pasture at the Purcell Ranch, so we grabbed some cows with young calves and put them in Swan Basin.  They didn’t get as good feed to weaning as the other bulls.  Rod’s bulls are about a month older on the average than the Leadore bulls.  Their size would put most of them right in the front of the sale.  To make the sale equitable, they are scattered in groups throughout the sale.


You can check out our website – leadoreangus.com – on the internet and find all the information that will be published in the catalog.  The ultrasound data is also available on the website.  The focus of this program is profit.  We believe in light birth weight cattle that grow.  Note on the spreadsheets that 69% of the bulls in the sale are less than +2.1 BEPD (breed average), 32% are in the top 30% for WEPD, and 47% are in the top 30% for YEPD.  $ Values are the Angus breeds measure of cattle that will make a profit in various production phases.  The $Values measure all attributes that contribute to profit at that growth stage.  Again note that 65% of the bulls are in top one-third of breed for $W, 40% are in top one-third of breed for $F.  If you sell calves at weaning, $W is the most important number.  If you sell yearlings, $F becomes important.


We don’t pay a lot of attention to carcass trait EPDs on yearling bulls for two reasons:  1) there is such a small range for each trait in the breed that, as a practical matter, the differences are meaningless; and 2) the accuracy for the traits in yearling bulls is so low (accuracy on these bulls 0.05 – 0.21) that major changes on a particular bull are likely.  If you feed your calves to harvest, take a look at the Adjusted IMF%.  At a guess, the ones with high numbers might give you a few more CAB and % Choice.  Muscling in cattle is quite heritable (60-65%), so a rancher can make changes in his herd fairly rapidly by selecting bulls with larger Rib Eye Area.  We no longer feed cattle, but when we did we always had a high percentage Choice.  So, we think this herd will produce above average Angus quality.

Specific Bulls – Just some notes that aren’t in the Catalog

Lot 1 – An outstanding individual with great individual performance.  Dam is a first calver, granddam produced 10/102, 9/100.  Great granddam produced 5/102, 3/101 before she was sold to another breeder.  This is a light-birth, extreme muscled, big ribeye, high marbling bull that ranks in the very top of the breed for BW, WW, YW, $W, $F, and $B.  Quite simply one of the very best bulls ever produced by this ranch.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession.
Lot 2 – A heavy muscled little more common-type bull that ranks right up in the top 25% of the breed for performance EPDs.  A plain bull that will just plain make you money.

Lot 3 – An extremely trim, heavy muscled typy bull out of an outstanding cow family.

Lot 4 – A huge ribeye, extreme marbling bull out of a great young cow

Lot 5 – A very high performance, big ribeye, extreme marbling son of a great cow.  He may be the best 4X13 son to sell.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession.
Lot 6 – A big ribeye, high marbling, extreme muscled son of a Pathfinder dam.  His performance EPDs place him right at the top of the breed.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession.
Lot 7 – A really typy 431N son from a great cow family.  His granddam produced 10/102, 10/103.  One of the best Alliance sons in the sale.

Lot 8 – A really trim typy calf that will put you right in the top of the breed for $F and $B.  If you raise yearlings or feed your own calves, take a look at him.

Lot 9 – This bull has some BW and I sure wouldn’t use him on heifers.  However, his dam has produced six calves (including this one) with Birth Ratio 100, so he is kind of an outlier.  You will drive a long way to find more individual growth performance or marbling.

Lot 10 – A heavy muscled, huge ribeye Hero son of a first calf 12N daughter.  His granddam is a top Ambush cow with 7/105, 4/105.  He is Carl’s pick as the best Hero son in the sale.

Lot 11 – An extreme marbling son of a great Pathfinder cow.  This is an excellent long-lived cow family.  The granddam produced 8/102, 8/100.  The great granddam also produced 8 calves.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession.
Lot 12 – An extreme marbling son of a top cow family.  His granddam is a Pathfinder and produced 5/102, 4/101.  His maternal great granddam produced 9/101, 9/101.

Lot 14 – A trim, very typy son of a great cow family.  His granddam, 014, is a Pathfinder with 4/106, 5/104.  His great granddam is also a Pathfinder with 5/106, 5/106.

Lot 15 – An extremely trim, extreme muscled, huge ribeye son of a great young Rainmaker cow.  He will really put you in the drivers seat for $W and $F.  One of the top bulls in the sale.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession.
Lot 16 – A very typy, heavy muscled, high performing, big ribeye son of Bull Durham.  He is right at the top of the class for $F and $B.

Lot 17 – An extreme marbling bull from a great cow family.  His granddam weaned 7/102, and his great granddam weaned 9/103.  This is the kind of bull that great cows are founded on.

Lot 18 – A high performing bull out of a great cow family.  His granddam is a Pathfinder with 8/101, 7/102.  His great granddam produced 13/102, 11/104.

Lot 19 –A very high marbling son of an excellent cow.  His performance EPDs put him right at the top of the breed.

Lot 21 – An extreme muscled, big ribeye son out of an excellent cow family.  His $F and $B numbers are right in the top of the breed.

Lot 22 –A heavy muscled, extreme ribeye area, high marbling son of Connealy Thunder out of a good cow family.  His granddam is a Pathfinder with 7/105, 6/102.

Lot 24 – A high performing, very typy bull out of one of our best cow families.  His granddam is a Pathfinder with 9/102, 9/100.  His great granddam is also a Pathfinder with 10/103, 8/103.

Lot 26 – A big ribeye, extreme marbling, high performing son of a Pathfinder cow.

Lot 27 – This bull really puts type and performance together.  Big ribeye, high marbling, light birth weight, with growth EPDs and $Values right in the top of the breed and out of a Pathfinder cow to boot.

Lot 29 – A big ribeye, high performing bull from an excellent cow family.

Lot 36 – A big ribeye, high $Value son of a Pathfinder cow.  His granddam has produced 8/102, 7/100.

Lots 37 – 40 – Just a string of crackerjack bulls.

Lot 48 – A big ribeye, very high $Value, son of arguably the best cow in the herd.  You are going to really like this stylish bull.  Selling 2/3 interest and possession.

Lot 61 – An extreme marbling bull from a great cow family.  Granddam and great granddam are both Pathfinders.  Granddam is 10/105, 7/102.

Lot 94 – An extremely high performing, huge ribeye bull from a top cow family.  Granddam is a Pathfinder with 8/104, 6/107.  Great granddam weaned 12/101.

Rest of the bulls – There are some really good bulls throughout the sale.  We encourage you to study the information provided.  The really high performing bulls run out about Lot 140.  The high $Value bulls, especially $W bulls, run all the way to Lot 207.  Every cattleman in the country should find a bull that fits his taste and his pocketbook in this sale.
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
