LEADORE ANGUS RANCH 2011 SALE
NOTES ON SOME OF THE BULLS

This is an unusual set of bulls.  They are really good from the beginning of the sale to the end.  We kept three bulls from the group to use and test.  Two of them are just “stand out” bulls.  I really like a lot of bulls in the sale, but have trouble deciding which is best.  I think it depends a lot on what you want to add to your cowherd.  A lot of our customers come to Leadore to find genuine calving ease bulls.  153 bulls (about 65%) have less than +2.0 BEPD (breed average).  151 bulls have less than 80 pound birth weight.  Remember that research has demonstrated that BEPD is 9X as accurate as Birth Weight in predicting the size of calves from a bull.  If you come to buy “heifer” bulls, they are darned sure here to choose from.  I wouldn’t be a bit afraid of using bulls with BEPD up to +2.3 or 2.4 pounds.  That would cover over 80% of the bulls in the sale.

You can find light BW without giving up growth.  There are 166 bulls in the sale with adjusted weaning weight above 650 pounds (that is at 205 days of age – early September, not November).  These bulls did it on grass.  They received no supplement except salt.  You won’t find any 8-900 pound weaning weights on this ranch – look around, you won’t see any creep feeders or troughs either.  193 bulls in the sale are above +46 WEPD (breed average).  In fact, 127 bulls are above +50 WEPD (top 30% of breed).  This is one of the few places in the country that you can buy “honest to God, light birth weight, performance bulls.  So, a few notes on bulls that have a little something extra.
Lot 1 – This is an exceptionally nice individual with great performance.  He is from a power packed cow family with great performance and longevity.

Lot 3 –A really nice bull with great performance.

Lot 4 – A big ribeye, thick, meaty bull with excellent performance.  He is out of a top cow family.  The granddam, 978N, was 6/103, 6/105; the great granddam, 202A was a Pathfinder with 12/103, 12/103.  This is the high YW bull in the sale.
Lot 5 – One of the best bulls in the sale – big ribeye, high marbling.  We almost kept him for a herd sire prospect.  An excellent individual with great performance and out of one of our best cow families.  His granddam, 466, is 4/110, 3/107.  We have four daughters in the herd.  The great granddam, 012, is a Pathfinder with 9/112, 7/107.  She has five daughters in the herd.  Her last calf is Lot 235 in this sale.
Lot 6 – A big ribeye, high marbling bull out of an excellent cow.

Lot 7 – Just an excellent phenotype bull with very good performance.  The dam side has very good longevity and absolutely no birth weight 

Lot 8 – If you are looking for carcass cattle, here is one to take a look at.  He is a big ribeye, high marbling bull with excellent performance.

Lot 12 – Another big ribeye, high marbling bull out of an excellent Pathfinder cow.

Lot 13 – An extreme marbling, big ribeye bull with excellent performance.

Lot 14 – A little different deal here.  This bull is linebred back to New Day 8005.  Excellent carcass measurements.

Lot 15 – This bull has it all – BW, performance, carcass, and out of an excellent young cow.

Lot 25 – Here is one of those famous Leadore Angus Ranch “throw away the lantern” calving ease bulls with great performance.  
Lot 29 – If you like calving ease cattle that work, you will drive a long ways to find a better one than this.  There is no birth weight in this pedigree, but a ton of performance.
Lot 30 – A typy, no birth weight, big ribeye bull with a ton of grow.

Lot 37 – It doesn’t get much better than this.  A low birth weight, big ribeye, high marbling bull with cow power stacked up on both top and bottom of his pedigree.
Lot 48 – This bull deserves a look – a thick, meaty, big ribeye bull with no birth weight and a ton of performance.

Lot 52 – A lot of low birth weight cow power here.  Granddam and Great Granddam are both Pathfinders.
Lot 57 – One of the best bulls in the sale – great type, low birth weight, and a lot of performance.  This bull should take away frame size and add a lot of maternal value to your cattle.
Lots 61 & 62 – There is some “cow power” in these two lots.  Closely related, no birth weight in either bull, excellent type and a ton of grow.
Lot 73 – A no birth weight, extremely high marbling bull with excellent performance.
Lots 83 to 87 – A group of very good, big ribeye bulls with excellent performance.
Lots 90 to 93 – You will drive a ways to find this much type and ribeye in a set of bulls.

Lot 94 – A no BW, big ribeye bull with a ton of grow and out of an excellent cow family.
Lot 97 – A good, thick, calving ease bull with a ton of performance.

Lot 99 to 101 – Very typy calving ease bulls with great performance out of lines of highly productive cows.

Lot 105 – A really nice low birth weight bull with a ton of performance and out of a top cow line.
Lot 171 – The bottom of this pedigree goes back to the very oldest Leadore breeding – negative birth weights for five or six generations (back into the 1960’s).  Acceptable performance in a ton of calving ease.

Because of incompetent help, none of the data on the last four bulls is in the catalog.  At the time we weighed the bulls off test, these bulls were all too young to calculate Yearling Weight.  So, we have an actual weight and all the rest of the data.  Attached is an Excel spreadsheet with the data on the bulls.

Lot 234 – This bull has too much BEPD to use on heifers.  We kept him because his dam and granddam are highly productive, long-lived cows with great performance.  Use him on cows and keep the daughters.

Lot 235 – Kind of the same deal as Lot 234.  Too much BEPD to use on heifers.  Excellent performance and out of an excellent cow family.

Lot 236 – The youngest bull and one of the best bulls in the sale.  You can use this bull on heifers with confidence.  There is no birth weight in the pedigree.

Lot 237 – A genuine “throw away the lantern” heifer bull.
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
